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CODE OF CONDUCT FOR BUS STUDENTS

Follow the directions of your driver (as well as monitor and/or aide).

Be at your bus stop at least 5 minutes before your scheduled pick-up time.

Stay seated while the bus is in motion.

Horseplay and other disruptive behaviour are not to occur on the bus.

No smoking, eating, and drinking while on the bus.

Keep the centre aisle of the bus clear at all times.

Keep complete body inside the bus at all times.

Weapons, any illegal substances, or animals are not allowed on the bus.

Profane, abusive, threatening, or disrespectful language and/ or behaviour towards
anyone on the bus or on the street will not be tolerated.

Keep books, lunch boxes, and other bulky items on your lap.

Students are responsible for any deliberate damage done to the bus.

Whenever possible, leave the last row of seats vacant.

Respect each other on the bus at all times. Bullying behaviour will not be tolerated.
Personal radios, CDs and MP3 players with ear phones may be used on the bus.

Personal radios, CDs and MP3 players with speakers may NOT be used on the bus.
